ENVIRONMENT REPORT by PZC Kathy Crawford, Chairperson:


“TREE PLANTING

At the Lions International Convention in Seattle, 2011-2012 International President Wing-Kun Tam challenged Lions around the world to plant one million trees to demonstrate the strength of our global network. Since then, Lions around the world have planted 2,140,345 trees. Planting in MD19 is just beginning.

District Governors-Elect potted up 800 western red cedar seedlings at the Lions International Convention in July. On October 1, 400 of the young trees were planted in Puyallup at Sil​ver Creek by 29 Lions from 12 clubs in District 19C. The remaining 400 trees will be planted on October 22 an 8 foot ceremonial tree at Discovery Park on Magnolia Bluff in Seattle to form the Lions 2011 Western Red Cedar Grove. 

On BC Rivers Day, September 25, Lions and Leos from the Burnaby Lougheed Lions, Vancouver Champlain Heights Lions and Burnaby North Leos planted over 150 native trees and shrubs on a small area on the bank of Stoney Creek at Cottonwood Park. Volunteers planted cedar, fir, and spruce trees as well as native ground cover salal, Oregon grape, and thimbleberry. They are involved in another tree-planting on October 15, in Coquitlam.

LEADER DOGS REPORT by PDG Carol Whitman, Chairperson:

“Can you imagine getting up some morning only to find that you can no longer focus your eyes and see anything clearly?  Can you imagine if you had an outstanding career as an OB/GYN physician and you 
suddenly didn’t feel well?  You go to the doctor and his diagnose is that you have MS.  Then, can you

imagine that several weeks later you wake up and find that you can no longer see anything because the disease has traveled to your eyes?  Your world has just been turned upside down.  How do you go on? How do you continue life?  That is where the Leader Dog Program can come in.  Your world can be turned back to a life that includes socialization, love, and adventure. This can be truefor anyone that is affected by blindness or deafness.

Our donations as a Multiple District helped 170 training classes of Leader Dogs. Each has recently completed an extensive 26-day training with his or her human partner, a person that is blind, or deaf-blind and who will now be able to travel safely and confidently and to live more fully and independently. However, that training is only the last step in the process of becoming a Leader Dog.

As you may know, Leader Dogs have all of the personality of the most lovable pets, but they are so much more than pets. They have had comprehensive and specialized training. Leader Dogs are specially bred to do this heroic work…from a stock of really great dogs who’ve got the right temperament, intelligence and drive. 

Leader Dog puppies spend a little over a year in the nurturing homes of dedicated volunteer Puppy Raisers, who teach them good canine citizenship and socialization.  Then it’s back to the Leader Dog facility in Rochester for months of guide dog training before ever meeting the human partner that they will guide, protect and love for the next eight to ten years.
If you have not personally witnessed how such a team can produce the outstanding changes in the lives of blind and deaf-blind individuals, it is beyond anything you can imagine.  Fear becomes confidence and anger becomes cooperation. 

A woman who has never ventured off her block alone becomes secure enough to explore her city; a man who has hidden himself away for years, opens up to the wonders of life in the outside world that a Leader Dog offers him and a woman who is finally able to navigate to her workplace in a timely and dependable fashion, receives raises, promotions and more fulfilling assignments. And all of this life changing impact is provided completely free of charge.

Individuals are given full training, education and are provided transportation to and from the Leader Dog facility as well as room and board during their teamwork training.  No one is denied an opportunity to be able to change their lives for the better.
This is done by generous donations from Lions clubs and individuals, as well as special legacy donations. This past year several clubs and districts supported Leader Dogs.  One district received an award for 100% club giving.  I would like to congratulate District F for receiving the 100% Club Giving Award. Our Multiple District donated a total of $20,128.51 to Leader Dogs for the 2010-2011 year.

I would like to set a goal to donate at least $25,000 this coming year.  This can be done by encouraging your Leader Dog Chairpersons to get out to all of your clubs and suggest that they possibly set this program as a special budget item in their club budget or by simply asking for a donation during your visitations.

You may want to consider buying a brick for a special club member or for your club when you donate $250. You can also purchase a larger brick for $500.  There are other awards your club can purchase, such as a Founder’s Tribute for a donation of $500.  Please contact me for more information on the above.  
I am looking forward to receiving all of your donations. LEO CLUBS REPORT by PZC Karl Ostheller, Chairperson:


“GOALS:

1. Complile an accurate and up-to-date directory of LEO clubs and their contact Person(s).

LIONESS REPORT by Sonia Ayotte, Lioness Chairperson:
“The Multiple District has nineteen active Lioness Clubs.  I do not have actual membership numbers since not all Clubs send in reports.  Some of the Clubs do not meet during the summer; others have social dinners such as potlucks or BBQs.  All the Clubs were back to their regular meetings in September.  

The Clubs are very active with a variety of fundraising projects, such as the famous Moses Lake Spaceburgers, plant sales, catering, concessions at various venues, yard sales and rose sales.

There are quite a variety of service projects too: BBQ’s at senior complexes; Girl Guides; Canada Day Celebrations; Youth Ambassador program; Relay for Life; White Cane club; road clean up; Women’s Shelter, plus more. 

Not all Clubs report volunteer hours.  For the first quarter of this year there were a total of about 2800 volunteer hours and a total of about $20,000 donations reported.  It is not all work and no play; many Clubs meet socially for lunches at least once a month.” 

LIONS QUEST – BC REPORT by PDG Norma Bent, Chairperson:

“My Goals are:

1. To gather information and data from the Districts in British Columbia in regards to the Workshops and work they are doing with Lions Quest programs.  

2. Help with any challenges the District Chairpersons might have in funding through the Core 4 Grant and Public Relations with the Lions Quest Programs.

3. Promote the new Community Grants Program from LCIF.

It is my heartfelt opinion that the Lions Quest Program is essential to the well being and development of our youth today, because of an environment that can be very devastating to their future. I am looking forward to a great year in MD19 with Lions Quest B.C.”

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MEMORIAL GARDEN REPORT by Mike Forst, Chairperson:
So far my term as the Memorial Garden Chairperson has kept me busy.  We met on August 16th with Executive Secretary-Treasurer Patty Allen and Lion Ken Henderson, from Bellingham Central to discuss what was needed to be worked on and what plans needed to be done in the future.

 

We discussed the idea of building 3ft by 4ft walls of granite so the nine districts can have their own wall, which means there would have to be nine slabs of concrete and eighteen brackets built to support the pieces of granite.  Each piece would take tags made of 300 series of stainless steel which would last forever with the names of all Lions who have passed away and for those in the future.

FOUNDATION REPORTS

LIONS FOUNDATION OF CANADA REPORT by PDG Ray Moyle, Yukon / B.C. Representative:

“For those of you who do not know me, I am Past District Governor Ray Moyle. I am presently on the Board of Directors of the Lions Foundation of Canada Dog Guides. I am the representative on the board for B.C. / Yukon until the end of October, 2011, after which time PZC Rosemary Small, from 19-H will take over.
In 1983 the Lions Clubs in Canada decided to form the Lions Foundation of Canada Dog Guides for Canadians with disabilities. The Foundation breeds and trains dog guides for people who are blind, deaf and for special needs people who have medical or physical disabilities. There is also a program for seizure response dog guides for people with epilepsy.
Because autism is the fatest growing developmental disability in the country effecting 1 in 165 people, we have initiated an autism assistance dog guides program for children four to 12 years of age. The dog guides provide calming relief for children in high anxiety situations so they and their families can gain increased independence and social interaction. 
Throughout 2009, the Lions Foundation of Canada Dog Guides saw its largest number of graduates to date bringing our grand total to over 1600 graduated Dog Guide Teams. Dog Guides are retired after ten years of service.
The cost of breeding, raising, training and placing these dogs is $20,000 per dog and they are given to the clients free of charge. The client’s travel expenses and room and board at the training facility in Oakville, Ontario are also free of charge. To offset part of these costs, the Foundation seeks sponsors for each dog guide team. The sponsorship costs are: hearing - $4,000; canine vision - $6,000; special needs - $10,000 and seizure response - $10,000.
Due to the growing demand for dog guides and the addition of the seizure response and autism response guide dogs, the goal of the Foundation is to raise the number of dog guides for clients by bringing the number of dogs to 150 per year by the year 2013. To accomplish this, it was necessary to double the space of the kennels and veterinary clinic at the Foundation’s training facility. The new kennels have the capacity to house 100 dogs at a time. Construction is now complete. The new on-site clinic will enable staff to provide better care of our foster puppies and dog guides in training and be more cost efficient. To manage this, the Foundation will require an additional $330,000 in additional funding.

Donations of $5,000 will be recognized on a permanent plaque at the entrance of the new kennel.

There are other ways to donate to the Foundation. $500 will purchase a Judge Brian Stevenson Fellowship for a club member. If your club does not have the full amount, you can send in partial payments and request it be put on your account until you have reached the full amount. For a donation of $150 you can have a tree planted in a family member’s name or a club member’s name at the 
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Foundation’s Memorial Forest in Breslu, Ontario. The recipient’s name will be read at the memorial service and the tree will have a plaque with the recipients name on it. For $100 you can give a life 
membership. The Foundation also has a gift shop where you can purchase clothing and other items. Each year the Foundation puts out a wish list of items needed and you can donate money towards this cause.

Each year Purina Pet Foods sponsors a National Walk for Dog Guides. Your club could organize a walk in your community. The Foundation will send you pledge sheets, T-shirts, goody bags, etc. The national walk will be held on May 30th but you can hold yours at a date that is better suited for you. Please make an effort to organize a walk.

Please, generously support YOUR Lions Foundation of Canada Dog Guides. Your generous donations will make a difference to the future of the Lions Foundation of Canada and greatly improve the lives of people in need of our services.

On behalf of the Lions Foundation of Canada Dog Guides, I wish to thank everyone for their support over the past three years.”

MD19 LIONS SERVICE & LEADERSHIP DEVELOPMENT REPORT by PZC Carol Conley, President:
I am PZC Carol Conley of Moses Lake and I was recently elected president of the MD19 Lions Service and Leadership Development Foundation for the year 2011-2012.  I am taking over from PDG Paul Kauzlarich who will continue to serve on the Foundation as Past President and very thankfully prepared this report.  PDG Rosemary Richert will serve as secretary and PDG John Bergvall will serve as treasurer for the year.

The MD19 Lions Service and Leadership Development Foundation continues to be active.  Over the past fiscal year, the Foundation has given out nearly $25,000 to enhance leadership in Multiple District 19.  The Foundation continues to receive more grant requests.  The 2011-2012 budget shows grant support at nearly $29,000.

Students attending the 2012 Northwest Lions Leadership Institute may submit an application to the Lions Leadership Foundation to receive a $175.00 scholarship to help fund their tuition for the institute.

The Foundation still has a library of Leadership Training DVD’s.  The DVD’s are available to any district zone or club with a $100 deposit.  Please contact the Lions Leadership Foundation secretary, PDG Rosemary Richert for more information about the DVD’s.

CARE REPORT by Fred Minifie, Chairperson:
“Fundraising for the MD19 Lions CARE Project for 2011-2012 in Cayambe, Ecuador is off to a rather slow start this year.  Information packets were sent to all District CARE Chairpersons in September to inform them about the project entitled: “Maternal Health: To be a woman in Ecuador’s Andes.” 

The project is designed to prevent maternal mortality during childbirth (and prenatal and postnatal deaths of their offspring) among indigenous native populations.  The MD19 CARE project last year in Otavalo, Ecuador was so successful in reducing maternal death rates and helping young families survive that a replication of the culturally sensitive approach in another region in Ecuador was deemed appropriate. 

The information packets contained a Power Point presentation prepared by Dana Tseng of the Seattle CARE office showing visual images about the project, detailed notes about the power point images, copies of the CARE proposals submitted to the Council of Governors in 2010 and 2011, and a description of the Gordon Smith Fellowships. Dana Tseng will present a seminar about the project at the MD19 Fall Annual Convention in Yakima.  

By the end of August only $5,200 has been donated by Lions Clubs in MD19.  Our goal is to raise $40,000 in 2011-2012.  A strong effort will be made in the months ahead to assist District CARE Chairpersons and District Governors with this important task.

Introduction: Maternal mortality is a global tragedy. Every day nearly 1,000 expectant mothers die; 98% of them in developing countries. When a mother dies her family breaks apart. Her children are less likely to go to school, get immunized against diseases and eat well. In fact, children who lose their mothers are up to 10 times more likely to die in childhood than children whosse mothers survive.
The good news: Preventing most maternal death is possible through investments in maternal health. An April, 2010 study published in the health journal, The Lancelot found that the number of maternal deaths worldwide has dropped by some 35% - from 500,000 in 1980 to 343,000 in 2008. In fact, Ecuador is among the countries that have reduced their rates of maternal mortality. However, in many poor communities in this South American country, there remains a great unmet need for maternal health services. This is the reality in Ecuador’s Imbabura Province of Otavalo, where there has existed multiple and complex barriers between pregnant women and quality maternal health care. Over the past several years, CARE has worked in Otavalo to reduce these barriers and to prevent maternal deaths. We are grateful for the partnership of MD19 Lions which is making this work possible.
Based on the successes of the maternal health program in Otavalo, CARE asks MD19 to consider helping us expand this work into Cayambe, in the Pichincha province.
Cayambe is home to almost 70,000 people, mostly indigenous, whose economy is largley based on agriculture, including the flower industry, onion production and traditional livestock rearing for milk and 
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cheese. Seventy-nine percent of the indigenous population in Cayambe lives in poverty and 17% are extremely poor. Illiteracy is also prevalent in Cayambe. Thirty-five percent of women can’t read or write compared to 18% of men.
Cayambe’s health facilities include a hospital and 16 health clinics. However, most health facilities are not organized to support culturally-appropriate emergency obstetric and newborn care. This is just one of the many barriers which prevent pregnant women from receiving life-saving help. From our experience in Otavalo and from our maternal health work in other poor communities around the world, we know the solutions for improving maternal health care in Cayambe. CARE has an opportunity to 

work with the Ministry of Public Health in Cayambe to ensure women and girls of reproductive age are able to access and receive quality maternal health care services, and we ask MD19 to join us in this work.

On behalf of women and girls in Cayambe, along with the health workers we will train, CARE appreciates the consideration of MD19 Lions to renew its support to help us sustain and expand the successful work of Maternal Health: To Be a Woman in Ecuador’s Andes to Cayambe.

Summary of Program Objectives and Activities: 

Objective 1: Implement a plan for leadership and participation of adolescent and young women around sexual and reproductive health rights in coordination with CARE’s girls’ education program. CARE will focus on preventing teenage pregnancy and increasing gender equality, which are both national and Andean region priorities.

Objective 2: Improve the quality of maternal and newborn health services in Cayambe, working in partnership with Ecuador’s Ministry of Public Health. This involves training health personnel and community leaders, and establishing a referral network for obstetric and newborn care.

Objective 3: Strengthen health centers’ capacity to provide culturally appropriate delivery services. For example, indigenous Ecuadorian women prefer to give birth in the verticle position, which they believe is a more natural state for both the mother and newborn. This birthing option is currently not provided in most clinics. Special emphasis will be placed on this culturally appropriate technique, among others, so health care providers are familiar with and can better accommodate the needs of indigenous women. With this in place, women will be more inclined to use health facilities rather than attempting to give birth at home.”

DIABETES REPORT by Jan Weatherly, Chairperson:
MD19 Diabetes Awareness Plan for 2011-2012

Objectives

1. To increase awareness of diabetes prevention: the critical need to stop diabetes.
2. To provide direction to diabetes awareness chairpersons so the multiple district moves forward together.
3. To focus diabetes fundraising efforts within the district to support diabetes camps for children with diabetes and diabetes detection.
4. To demonstrate Lions Strides Walks, healthy eating behavior, diabetes screenings and the promotion of a healthy lifestyle within the Lions organization.
Key Elements of Diabetes Awareness Plan for 2011-2012
1. Present at Fall Annual Convention the theme to Prevent Diabetes in concert with the American and Canadian Diabetes Associations.  Conduct a diabetes screening for Convention participants; staff a Diabetes Awareness table; conduct a Lion Strides Walk; and meet with Diabetes Awareness chairs across MD19 to provide direction and supplies for the year.

2. Use the Fall Annual Convention format as a model for the Diabetes Awareness Chairpersons to repeat this process in each district at their spring conference in 2012. 

3. Educate our family of Lions about the critical need to prevent diabetes. 

4. Provide screening events in each district. 

5. Provide Lions Stride Walks in each district.
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6. Reach out to the community through the clubs with a ‘door knocker’ campaign to challenge the community to take the diabetes risk test.

Activities completed during the 1st Quarter July-Sep 2011

1. International Convention Parade July 5, 2011 – 1st Prize winning Diabetes Awareness Float in partnership with Wisconsin.
2. Diabetes Focus Group with Wisconsin  July 4, 2011 to learn from each other and share resources

3. Shipped supplies to Lions Georgia Camp for Children with Diabetes - 260 pounds shipped July 26,  2011.
4.  Met with the American Diabetes Association and the Washington Department of Health Diabetes Prevention and Control Program to create a partnership with Lions Clubs – met in August and September and set key events for the year. 

5. Began regular communication with District Diabetes Awareness Chairpersons – updated list of chairpersons; set up email distribution.

6. Met with consortium of diabetes organizations to promote World Diabetes Day, Nov 14, 2011. Plan to light the Seattle Center fountain and Pacific Science Center blue in concert with the lighting of key monuments all over the world.
Jan Weatherly announced that a Strides Walk will take place during the Fall Annual Convention and she passed out pictures of the Diabetes Float that was in the 2011 International Parade and won first prize.

After reviewing recommendations and requests received from the Council of Governors, the Budget & Finance Committee and MD19 Lions, the following seven proposed changes are being placed on the ballot by the Constitution & By Laws Committee. These proposed changes will be voted on by the Lions members of Multiple District 19 at this Fall Annual Convention. The existing language is in regular print, removed language has strike-through lines and suggested new language is in red. 
1) Prorated Dues 
At their Spring 2011 Council Meeting, the Council of Governors recommended a Do Pass on assessing clubs who report new members on their MMR's dues on a pro-rated basis. [page 16 of official Minutes of the June 2, 2011 COG meeting] Article VII Section 1. As Multiple District dues, there shall be paid by every member club a per capita tax for each and every member carried upon its rolls, and reported to Lions Clubs International the Multiple District Executive Secretary-Treasurer upon its monthly report under "Members at Close of Month" for June and December. All new members reported on MMR's subsequent to the June and December MMR's shall be assessed on a pro-rated basis. This sum shall be billed in U.S. Funds for clubs located in the U.S. and in U.S Funds or the Canadian currency equivalent for clubs located in Canada. This sum shall be paid semiannually on or before the last day of August and the last day of February. The dues payment shall be made payable to ‘Multiple District 19’, and shall be payable in US Funds by clubs located in the U.S., and in U.S. Funds or the Canadian currency equivalent by clubs located in Canada, as billed by the Multiple District Executive Secretary-Treasurer. 
2) Student Membership Plan Dues Structure 
At their Spring 2011 Council Meeting, the Council of Governors recommended a Do Pass for the Campus Club Member dues. [page 16 of official Minutes of the June 2, 2011 COG meeting] 

Article VII New Section 6. The per capita administrative tax of Multiple District 19 shall include provisions for a Student Membership Plan as adopted by the International Board of Directors. Eligible students who are less than 30 years old at the semi-annual billing date, as members shall pay a semi-annual per capita tax equal to one half (1/2) of the total amount of the dues. Documentation of student members shall be made through Lions Clubs International utilizing the approved criteria and application form.”
“At their Spring 2011 Council meeting, the Council of Governors expressed concerns with language 
drafted for an increase in dues with a provision for regular increases in the future. They delayed their 
vote and directed me as the Constitution & By-Laws Chairperson to attempt a rewording of the proposed change. The language was reworded, with input from other Lions, and brought back to the Council for 
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their consideration. The new wording presented for Article 1, Section 5 of the MD19 Constitution & By-Laws was: ‘Section 5. The per capita tax for Multiple District 19 dues shall be levied semi-annually. The cost per member semi-annually shall be eight dollars and thirty cents ($8.30) nine dollars and thirty cents ($9.30). Commencing July 1, 2013 and continuing at the beginning of every fiscal year thereafter, the semi-annual cost per member may be increased at an annual rate of up to 3%, subject to approval BY the Council of Governors and approval of a balanced annual budget. The per capita tax shall be apportioned as prescribed in the MD19 Policy Manual.’ 
A motion was made and seconded to recommend a ‘Do Pass’ on the newly worded proposed amendment to Article I, Section 5, of the MD19 Constitition & By-Laws as presented by PDG Mark Koelsch, contingent upon approval of said new wording by the Constitution & By-Laws committee. Motion passed with one negative vote. [page 20 of official Minutes of the June 2, 2011 COG meeting] 

The motion included both a one-time dues increase and the ability to have regular small increases if needed to balance the annual budget. The Constitution and By Laws Committee felt strongly that these are two separate concepts and should be addressed as two separate amendments. Consequently, the committee is proposing new language to Section 5 to address the one-time dues increase together with a new Section 7. 
3) Dues Increase – Article VII Section 5: The per capita tax for Multiple District 19 dues shall be levied semi​-annually. The cost per member semi-annually shall be eight dollars and thirty cents ($8.30) nine dollars and thirty cents ($9.30). The per capita tax shall be apportioned as prescribed in the Policy Manual.” 

MOTION: A motion was made by District Governor Tom Bond, 19-H and seconded by District Governor Joe Nilles, 19-D to recommend a Do Pass for Article VII Section 5, dues increase. Motion carried
“The second concept raised in the motion by the Council of Governors was to provide for an annual review of dues by the Budget and Finance Committee when proposing the annual budget. If, during the analysis and preparation of the budget, the Budget & Finance Committee believed that a dues increase was needed for an adequately balanced budget, then they could recommend a small increase to the Council of Governors. The Council of Governors would then decide whether or not to approve the increase. The amount would be between 0 and 3%. 

4) Annual Review of Dues Article VII Section 7: Suggest that a new section be added to read as follows: Article VII New Section 7. Commencing July 1, 2013, and continuing at the beginning of every fiscal year thereafter, the Council of Governors shall be allowed to levy an increase to the semi​annual cost per member, provided that the proposed increase has been recommended by the Budget & Finance Committee; and the annual rate of the increase is 0 -3%; and that any increase must be specifically approved by the Council of Governors; and that the Council of Governors approve a balanced annual budget.” 
MOTION: A motion was made by PDG Dan Comsia, 19-C and seconded by District Governor Gerald Mottl, 19-E to recommend a Do Pass for Article VII, Section 7, annual review of dues. Motion carried.
“In response to recommendations and requests from several Lions, the 2010 -2011 Constitution & By Laws Committee discussed the concept of a Family Plan dues structure similar to Lions Clubs International dues. This item was reviewed and considered by this years' committee. The proposed change would bring the MD19 dues structure into alignment with the dues structure of Lions Clubs International allowing for reduced dues for additional members within the same household. 

5) Family Plan Dues Structure – Article VII New Section 8: 

Article VII New Section 8. The per capita administrative tax of Multiple District 19 shall include provisions for a Family Membership Plan as adopted by the International Board of Directors. Eligible 

family members living in the same household as the Head-of-Household shall pay a semi-annual per
capita tax at the same reduced rate as assessed by Lions Clubs International. Documentation of family members shall be made through Lions Clubs International utilizing the approved criteria and application form.” 
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MOTION: A motion was made by District Governor Joe Nilles, 19-D and seconded by IPCC Mike Gayda to recommend a Do Not Pass for Article VII, New Section 8, Family Plan Dues Structure. Motion carried.
“When we moved our annual convention from May to October, we created an unforeseen consequence in the manner in which a vacancy in the office of Vice Council Chairperson is handled. It came to light this year, when a vacancy actually occurred. ARTICLE IV, SECTION 15 currently states that if there is a vacancy, the office remains vacant until the next Annual Convention when an election can be held. This wasn't a problem when our Annual Convention was in May since there were only a few months between the district conferences and our Annual Convention, and before the beginning of our Lions year. However, because we now have to wait until October, we do not have a Vice Council Chairperson for the first four months of the Lions year, which means our MD19 District Support Team (LEMPRR) is operating without a leader/facilitator and the team building between the Vice Council Chairperson and the Vice District Governors is reduced. We will have to wait until the Fall Annual Convention in October to have an official, duly elected Vice Council Chairperson. This is going to happen again next year unless we can correct this manner of filling a vacancy. 

6) Vacancy in the Office of Vice Council Chairperson – Article IV Section 15: SECTION 15. In the event of a vacancy in the Office of Multiple District Vice Council Chairperson, this Office shall remain vacant until the next annual election, at which time a Chairperson of the Multiple District and a Vice Council Chairperson shall be elected according to Article VIII "BL", Section 1. 
Article IV Section15. Vacancy in the Office of Multiple District Vice Council Chairperson 

a.  Should a seated Vice Council Chairperson find it necessary to resign his/her position, he/she shall send written notification of such resignation immediately to the seated MD19 Council Chairperson and to the MD19 Executive Secretary-Treasurer. 

b. The Council Chairperson must notify the MD19 Council of Governors, all Vice District Governors and each of the Lions Club secretaries in MD19 by email, fax, and/or letter of the vacancy in the office of Vice Council Chairperson. This communication must be sent within five (5) business days of receiving the vacancy notification from the resigning Vice Council Chairperson. 

c.  In the event of a vacancy in the Office of Vice Council Chairperson, the MD19 Council of Governors shall at a regularly scheduled Council meeting fill by election the vacancy in this office. The election shall be held only after a candidate(s) for the office of Vice Council Chairperson has declared his/her candidacy in writing to the Council Chairperson and the Executive Secretary-Treasurer, obtained by resolution the endorsement of his/her club and 

his/her zone, and has obtained by vote, his/her district’s endorsement per ARTICLE VIII “BL” SECTION 3.a. Said resolutions must be submitted in writing to the Council Chairperson and Multiple District 19 Office at least 30 days prior to the Council of Governors' Meeting at which the election shall occur, or within 24 hours of the close of a candidate’s District Conference in the event that his/her district conference occurs less than 30 days prior to the Council Meeting. 

d.  Any Candidate for the Office of Vice Council Chairperson must meet the qualifications stated in ARTICLE IV, Section 5 of the Multiple District Constitution and By-Laws. 

e. The MD19 Executive Secretary-Treasurer must notify each member of the Council of Governors by email, fax, and/or letter of the declared candidates for Vice Council Chairperson with notice of the selection process.” 

MOTION: A motion was made by PDG Judy Portas, 19-H and seconded by PDG John Bowles, 19-E to recommend a Do Pass for Article IV, Section 15, Vacancy in the Office of Vice Council Chairperson. Motion carried.
“It was requested that the name of the Long Range Planning Committee be changed to the Strategic Planning Committee. This is to better define its intended focus, and clearly describe its current activities and responsibilities. 
7) Changing the Name of Long Range Planning Committee– Article III ‘BL’ Section 2  
a. The Standing Committees of Multiple District 19 are Budget and Finance, Constitution and By-
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Laws, Contests and Awards, International Participation, Long Range Planning, Strategic Planning Committee, and Policy Manual.” 

MOTION: A motion was made by PDG Gary Reidel, 19-I and seconded by PDG Terry Sutfin, 19-G to recommend a Do Pass for Article III ‘BL’ Section 2, name change for Long Range Planning Committee. Motion carried.
CONTESTS AND AWARDS REPORT by PZC Rena Larson, Chairperson:
“I am looking forward to working with the District Chairpersons and with my fellow MD19 Committee members, Dorene Hall and PZC Tom Saylor, during this year. Our primary goals for this year are to increase awareness of and promote participation in all contests at the Club, District and Multiple District levels and to continue to review and suggest changes to current rules to ensure equality and level a field as possible.

At this time the Committee would like to recommend changes regarding two issues. We, as the Contests & Awards Committee encourage you to consider a change to the MD19 Secretary Excellence Award Rules with regards to the Club Activities Summaries, #4 A & B

1. The first issue is the deadline date. This year LCI assumed the responsibility of creating the International Lions Service Activities Annual Report for the club from all the information submitted during the year. The problem is the deadline date. International did not create the report until after July 15th, and the deadline for submitting to the MD19 Office and the District Governor is July 15th. An acceptable deadline would be July 31st.”
MOTION: A motion was made by PDG Erma Kemp, 19-F and seconded by District Governor Gerald Mottl, 19-E to change the due date for the Club Activities Summary and the International Annual Lions Club Activities Report, #4A and B from July 15th to July 31st. Motion passed
2. “The second issue is that two summaries are currently required of the secretaries for this Excellence Award.  We have been asked numerous times why two summaries are required. Perhaps it is time to require only one report.

Because not all secretaries submit a WMMR, I would ask the Council to accept one or the other of the reports for now, or maybe always, with July 31st being the deadline date for either.  Rules of the Secretary Excellence Award points - 25 points. This would be rule # 4.”
MOTION: A motion was made by District Governor Tom Bond, 19-H and seconded by District Governor Joe Nilles, 19-D to accept either the Club Activities Summary or the Lions Clubs International Annual Service Activities Report for the club year-end report. The point value will be 25 points for either report. Motion passed

“An August 5th deadline date is really too late for the MD19 Office if you want the list of Secretary Excellence Recipients to be printed in the August issue of the Border Crossing. I would encourage you to continue to print this list in this issue as it is the only one printed prior to the Fall Annual Convention. People like to know if they are going to receive an award at the convention. It also gives the MD19 Office time to investigate questions concerning this award and correct any errors, if possible, before the convention.”
INTERNATIONAL PARTICIPATION REPORT by PID Dur Roberson, Chairperson:


“There are Lions in every District who deserve recognition for their service over the years and it is time to consider nominations for International Presidential and Leadership Medals.  Lions Clubs International President Tam sent each of the District Governors a letter last month stating his criteria for this year and providing the required forms.  Our MD19 Policy Manual (Chapter VII.B.) states the process we follow and gives a deadline of October 31 for submission of the nomination forms.  
If you have questions, please do not hesitate to email me at dur@whidbey.net.”
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LONG RANGE PLANNING REPORT by PDG Brian Ross, Chairperson:
“At present, the status of the Long Range Planning Committee is that we are awaiting the Council of Governors’ recommendation that was made in Moses Lake at their retreat.  This decision was to proceed with a recommendation made in the ‘Office Assessment Report’ by Debbie Ahl to the Council of Governors. 

A motion was made and seconded by the Council of G’s to recommend to the Policy Manual Committee to rename the Long Range Planning Committee to Strategic Planning Committee and to change the wording in the Policy Manual to reflect this change.  It was also suggested to decrease the number of members and the length of their term of service on the committee.

Some concerns of the present committee are that one year is not enough time for a term on the committee and two years may be better.   Or the cohesion of the committee is hampered by not being able to be involved over a longer period of time. This may not be good use of their volunteer efforts. 

At present we await the decision of the Council before moving forward.”
POLICY MANUAL REPORT by PDG Chuck Waid, Chairperson:
“Your Policy Manual Committee has been hard at work and is submitting the following four recommendations for your consideration and approval.  We look forward to your input on these items as well as items we will present at the Winter Council Meeting.

# 1 - MD19 Policy Manual Committee Recommendation:

Complete Update of the Rules of Audit:

RULES OF AUDIT

(found in Chapter XII MD19 Policy Manual)

All Claims must be submitted within sixty (60) days of the expense that was incurred in order to be paid.

Section B. SEATED 1st VICE DISTRICT GOVERNORS: 

1.   DISTRICT CABINET MEETINGS:

a. Attendance verified by District Cabinet Meeting Minutes and Attendance Sheets received in MD19 Office.  Max three (3) District Cabinet Meetings will be reimbursed.  Meetings must be held within the geographic boundaries of the District, except the Cabinet Meeting at the District Conference.  In order to receive reimbursement for a Cabinet meeting at a District Conference, the Conference must be held within 50 miles (round trip) of the District boundaries. 

b. One night hotel ($35.00 US) for District Cabinet Meetings if round trip miles are over 200 miles. Hotel receipt required.   Mileage reimbursed at $0.25 per mile round trip by the most direct route.  Mileage must be submitted in miles for both US and Canadian 1st Vice District Governors.  (See “Mileage for Visits” under the Zone Chairpersons section in the Policy Manual page XII-1.)

c. Regardless of the miles traveled, when one of the three District Cabinet Meetings claimed is held in conjunction with the District Conference, 2 nights of hotel allowance are allowed, provided the 1st Vice District Governor attends the Cabinet Meeting and a hotel receipt is submitted.

2. MD19 COUNCIL MEETINGS:

a. Travel reimbursement shall be reimbursed at the rate of $0.25 US per round trip mile by the most direct route for their attendance at up to a maximum of three (3) Council Meetings per fiscal year.  Reimbursements will be made for actual ferry fares and the lesser of the actual cost of airfares or the round trip miles, if airfare is submitted.  NOTE:  Attendance at the total Council Meeting is mandatory to have a valid claim and Vice District Governors must sign in on the Official Attendance Sheet.  Fares will be reimbursed in the currency in which they were paid.
b. A hotel allowance at the rate of $35.00 US shall be as follows:  two nights for the Fall Forum  Fall Annual Convention Council Meeting, two one nights for the Winter Council Meeting, and one night for the Spring Annual Convention Council Meeting.  If the round trip mileage for the Winter or Spring 
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   Council Meetings is 200 miles or more, then one additional night will be allowed.  These allowances will be subject to the presentation of receipted bills.  NOTE:  A hotel receipt, attendance at the total Council Meeting and signing in on the official attendance sheet at the Council Meeting are mandatory in order to receive reimbursement.
c. Reimbursement of travel and hotel expenses for a fourth (4) Council Meeting is subject to availability of funds.

Section C. IMMEDIATE PAST DISTRICT GOVERNORS, IMMEDIATE PAST COUNCIL CHAIRPERSON AND VICE COUNCIL CHAIRPERSON ATTENDING COUNCIL MEETINGS:

1. Travel reimbursement for Immediate Past District Governors, the Immediate Past Council Chairperson, and Vice Council Chairperson who are members of the Council of Governors shall be reimbursed at the rate of $.25 per round trip mile by the most direct route for their attendance at up to a maximum of four (4) Council Meetings per fiscal year.   Miles are calculated by multiplying Kilometers by .621. Reimbursement will be made for actual ferry fares and the lesser of the actual cost of airfare or round trip miles, if airfare is submitted.  NOTE:  Attendance at the total Council Meeting is mandatory and Council members must sign in on the attendance sheet to have a valid claim.  

2. A hotel allowance at the rate of $35 U.S. for Immediate Past District Governors, Immediate Past Council Chairperson, and Vice Council Chairperson who are members of the Council shall be as follows:  two nights for the Fall Forum Fall Annual Convention Council Meeting, one night for the Winter Council Meeting, and two one nights for the Annual Convention Spring Council Meeting.  If the round trip mileage to the Winter or Spring Council Meetings is 200 miles or more, then one additional night will be allowed.  NOTE:  A hotel receipt, attendance at the total Council Meeting and and signing in on the attendance sheet at the Council Meeting are mandatory in order to receive reimbursement.

3. The Council members and the Lion acting as parliamentarian will be provided lunch on the day the Council of Governors’ Meeting is in session.
Section J.  DISTRICT GOVERNORS ELECT & 1st VICE DISTRICT GOVERNORS ELECT:
For attendance at the MD19 District Governors-Elect and 1st Vice District Governors-Elect School, reimbursement will be at the rate of $.25 U.S. per round trip mile by the most direct route.  Miles are calculated by multiplying Kilometers by .621.  There will be a hotel allowance at the rate of $35.00 U.S. for a maximum of three (3) nights.  The maximum amount allowed for any one claim will be $200.00 U.S. funds. Reimbursement will be made for actual ferry fares and the lesser of the actual cost of airfares or round trip miles, if airfare is submitted. Receipt required. ATTENDANCE IS MANDATORY AT THE TRAINING SESSIONS.

REASON:  These updates to the above are because the timing of the Council Meetings has changed due to the 5-year trail period during which we are holding only one MD19 Convention.  This affects the number of room nights allowed for the Council Meeting held in conjunction with the Fall Annual Convention (formerly the Fall Forum) and the number of room nights allowed for the Spring Council meetings (Formerly held during the Annual Convention).”
MOTION: A motion was made by PDG Dan Comsia, 19-C and seconded by District Governor Julia Hart, 19-F to approve the recommended changes to Chapter 12, Rules of Audit (entire chapter) in the MD19 Policy Manual. Motion approved.
“#2 - These are Housekeepin Recommendations.
CHAPTER IV COMMITTEES AND OTHER APPOINTEES OF MD19

1. Replace the ‘Reports’ Section under each of the Committees except ‘Fall Forum’ in Chapter IV with the following:

REPORTS: All committee reports shall comply with Section G, page 2 of Chapter IV.

The ‘Reports Section’ under the ‘Fall Forum will read: All committee reports shall comply with Section G, page 2 of Chapter IV.  In addition a synopsis of all Fall Forum proceedings shall be submitted to the Secretaries of all MD19 Lions Clubs and Lions Clubs International within sixty (60) days of the closing of the Fall Forum.  The financial report shall comply with Article IV ‘BL’, Section 1.h.
REASON: The ‘Reports’ Section is redundant to Section G on page 2 of Chapter IV and the ‘Fall Forum’ wording needs to be updated.  This is a basic housekeeping update.”
MOTION: A motion was made by District Governor Linda Wong, 19-A and seconded by District Governor Al Beddows, 19-I to accept the recommended change to Chapter IV, MD19 Committees & Other Appointees, Section G, of the MD19 Policy Manual. Motion approved.
“2. CHAPTER IV, CONSTITUTION & BY-LAWS (page 6)

Change Section B – PURPOSE to read: To write and maintain, as directed by the MD19 Council, a clear and concise MD19 Constitution and By-Laws which is in compliance with the Constitution and By-Laws of the International Association of Lions Clubs.

REASON:  Any District as a whole can place a proposed amendment on the ballot.  It is the Constitution and By-Laws Committee or the Lions themselves who may submit changes. See Article VIII in the Constitution and Article XII ‘BL’ in the By-Laws.   The Council may make recommendation and/or suggestions to the committee.”
MOTION: A motion was made by PDG Art Ruben, 19-B and seconded by PDG Terry Sutfin, 19-G to accept the recommended changes to Chapter IV, MD19 Committees & Other Appointees, Constitution & By-Laws, letter B of the MD19 Policy Manual. Motion approved.
“3. AMEND – Chapter VIII, COUNCIL OF GOVERNORS, SECTION L. – MEETINGS, Number 3.  The words ‘thirty (30) days’ to ‘fifteen (15) days’.”
MOTION: A motion was made by PDG Gary Reidel, 19-I and seconded by District Governor Bill Simons, 19-B to accept the recommended changes to Chapter VIII, Council of Governors, Section 1-Meetings, of the MD19 Policy Manual. Motion approved.
“#3 - MD19 Policy Manual Committee Recommendation: Chapter X – Multiple District Headquarters and Staff.
REWRITE Section A, 1. b. amended to read: ‘The Multiple District 19 Office is the networking link of the Multiple District. Under the MD19 Constitution & Bylaws, the office assists in planning the MD19 convention(s) each year and the Council of Governors’ meetings. The office staff publishes the MD19 Roster which is mailed to select club, zone and district officers and committee chairpersons.  The office staff assists with the publishing of the MD19 newspaper (Border Crossing) and mailing of same to anyone who subscribes to have it mailed to them.  The newspaper is also posted on the MD19 website for all to access.

REASON: Bring the section up to date with how items are now done in the office and due to a number of items now on-line.

Change Section B – STAFF: amended to read after deleting the complete job description (all 5 pages):  ‘Job descriptions for the staff of the Multiple District officer will be maintained and available in the Multiple District Office.  It will be the responsibility of the MD19 Evaluation team to ensure that the job descriptions are in compliance with the duties performed by the members of the staff and the ‘MD19 Hand Book’ is current.

REASON:  It is not the responsibility of the council to determine which ‘job’ is being done by whom in the MD Office, but that of the Executive Secretary-Treasurer and the Evaluation team.
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Change Section C – MD19 EVALUATION TEAM…..delete the ‘NOTE:’ in Section C 2 and Sections 3, 4, 5, and 6.

REASON: As with the reason above, this information is published in the ‘MD19 Hand Book’ which is kept current by the Evaluation Team.

Note: The ‘MD19 Hand Book’ is available to any MD19 Lions requesting a copy.”
MOTION: A motion was made by District Governor Gerald Mottl, 19-E and seconded by PDG John Bowles, 19-E to accept the recommended changes to Chapter X, Multiple District Headquarters and Staff of the MD19 Policy Manual. Motion approved.
“# 4 - MD-19 Policy Manual Committee Recommendation: Chapter IV - LONG RANGE PLANNING 
A. NAME: LONG RANGE  STRATEGIC PLANNING COMMITTEE (To be renamed if proposed amendment to the MD19 Constitution and By-Laws is passed at the 2011 Fall Annual Convention.) 

B. PURPOSE: To determine through systematic and thorough studies, long range issues affecting MD19, operations and make recommendations to council  the Council of Governors and appropriate MD19 Committees as how to best improve MD19. To study, review and gain working knowledge of all MD19 functions, addressing the past, the present and the future potential impacts which could cause problems challenges. The goal is to have a 3 year and a 5 year recommendation and how to meet the objectives of the recommendations.

C. MEMBERSHIP: The Long Range Strategic Planning Committee shall consist of the Council Chairperson, (ex-officio member), Vice Council Chairperson, Executive Secretary/Treasurer and nine (9) appointed members, one (1) serving from each of MD19.s nine (9) Districts and one (1) MD19 LEMPRR Team member, to be designated by the MD19 LEMPRR Team for one (1) year. All Sub-District appointments shall be of three (3) year duration. three to five (3-5) Lions at large appointed by the Council Chairperson Elect for a one-year term. The appointees may be reappointed. Those Lions serving on this committee may also serve as a member of another MD19 committee as listed on page 1 of Chapter IV. The appointees must have been a Zone Chairperson.
To minimize turnover and thereby maintain continuity, three members of this Committee will be replaced each year in the following sequence: Districts D, E & F; Districts A, B & C; and Districts G, H & I. 

The Council Chairperson Elect shall convene a special meeting to be held Sunday morning immediately following the Annual Convention and attended by the seated Council Chairperson, the Council Chairperson Elect, the Vice Council Chairperson, the Executive Secretary/Treasurer, and the seated District Governors and the District Governors-Elect of the nine (9) Districts of MD19. At this meeting the Council Chairperson Elect shall ask those in attendance for approval of his/her appointments. to fill vacancies due to occur at the end of the present fiscal year. (Vacancies which may occur other than at a regular term’s ending shall be filled by the then serving Council Chairperson’s appointment of a Lion from within the District where said vacancy occurred, with the approval of the Council. Such appointments shall be for the remaining portion of the term’s duration.). 
Lions who have served on this Committee for one (1) complete term three (3) years) may be appointed for one (1) additional three (3) year term. 

D. CHAIRPERSON: Annually, following the filling of vacancies through appointments, as noted in the membership section of this committee, the Council Chairperson Elect shall appoint one (1) of the Sub-District Committee members the three to five (3–5) appointees to serve as Chairperson during the next fiscal year. The Council Chairperson Elect shall seek approval of the new Committee Chairperson appointment at a special MD19 Council Meeting held Sunday morning immediately following the Annual Convention*. This meeting will be attended by the seated Council Chairperson, the Council Chairperson Elect, the Vice Council Chairperson Elect, the Executive Secretary/Treasurer and the seated District Governors and the District Governors Elect of the nine (9) Districts of MD19. 
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* During the Fall Annual Convention test period, approval of these appointments takes place at the end of the last  Council of Governors’ Meeting of the Lions year.  

E. GENERAL RESPONSIBILITIES:
1. Study, using present and historical practices and information and other resources provided by MD19 staff, those long range issues which may be referred to this Committee by Council or from other Committees to Council and then directed to this Committee for its study and recommendation. 

2. Determine, based upon Committee studies and experience, new substantial solutions for long range those challenges, problems, needs, and desires of MD19, its Districts, and Clubs. 

3. Recommend long range proposals and solutions to the Council for possible adoption by MD19. 

F. FISCAL RESPONSIBILITIES: This Committee handles no funds. 

G. MEETINGS: 

1. REGULAR MEETINGS: The Committee Chairperson shall be in contact with all members of his/her committee at least once a quarter during the year. This can be either by electronic means or with a face to face meeting. Following each meeting or electronic contact, a report should be sent to the MD19 Office and the Council Chairperson with the minutes of the meeting or an indication that “No action was taken.” 

2. SPECIAL MEETINGS: Special meetings may be called by the Committee Chairperson, three (3) members of the Committee or the Council Chairperson. 

3. NOTICE OF ALL MEETINGS: Notices of all meetings, both regular or special stating time, location and purpose (agenda) shall be mailed, Faxed, or Emailed to all members of the Committee, Council Chairperson, Vice Council Chairperson, and Executive Secretary/Treasurer. If mailed, All recipients need to reply that Email notice was received. 

4. QUORUM: A quorum shall be a simple majority of the total number of members on the Committee according to Roberts Rules of Order, Revised Edition. 

 5. VOTING: quorum is a simple majority of the total number of members on the Committee present, according to the Revised Edition of Roberts Rules of Order. 

6. MINUTES: Minutes of all meetings shall be recorded and distributed to all Committee Members, Council Chairperson, Vice Council Chairperson and MD19 Office. 

7. REPORTS: All committee reports shall be typed and submitted to the MD19 office to be received in the Office no later than fifteen (15) days prior to the next regularly scheduled meeting of the Council of 

Governors, to enable timely e-mailing to Members of the Council. All reports will be emailed to each member of the Council of Governors, including the 1st and 2nd Vice District Governors, by the MD19 Office 10 working days prior to the next scheduled Council Meeting. All reports will be included on the Consent Agenda of the Council Meeting unless removed by the Committee Chairperson to be presented orally at the Council Meeting by the Chairperson or that Chairperson's representative. comply with Section G. page 2 of chapter IV. 

REASON: To comply with the recommendation of the Council of Governors at their retreat meeting of July 23, 2011.”
MOTION: A motion was made by PDG Dan Comsia, 19-C and seconded by District Governor Rick Drury, 19-C to accept the recommended changes to Chapter IV, Committee and Other Appointees, Long Range Planning of the MD19 Policy Manual. Motion approved.
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A further recommendation was made to the last motion that there be an individual appointed from each of the three regions to be on the Committee.

REPORTS OF THE THREE-YEAR COMMITTEES 
LEADERSHIP REPORT by PCC Allan Hunt, Chairperson:

“The MD19 Leadership Committee (GLT) has been active since our last meeting in Wenatchee. Following the District Governor Elect /Vice District Governor Elect /Zone Chairperson Elect School there has been significant follow-up with all participants. As you will hear in other reports, based on the feedback we have received, we are in the process of adapting how we prepare our DGE/VDGE/ZCE before they get to the next School in Wenatchee.  

We are also mindful of the goals of the GLT Area Coordinators that generally mirrors the goals of this committee. From a training standpoint we are concerned about:

- the number of clubs that do not report their WMMR on a timely basis to Lions Clubs International.  
- the number of Club Secretaries, Presidents and Zone Chairpersons who do not qualify for their excellence awards. These awards do not recognize Lions who do more than necessary but recognize Lions who have lived up to the commitments of the office they held. 
- the flow of communication. In some cases information does not appear to be flowing freely in both directions from the top to the bottom. 
Succession planning is also an area of significant interest. We are looking at the role that the graduates of the Northwest Lions Leadership Institute play in the future leadership of their Zone, District and Multiple District.  

The next Northwest Lions Leadership Institute hosted by MD19, will be held in Gig Harbor on February 9-12, 2012. PDG Dan Comsia is the Superintendent of this Institute. We request that all District Governors and Zone Chairpersons promote this Institute to the up and coming leaders of their respective Districts.”  

SPECIAL EVENTS REPORT by PDG Joan Hunter, Chairperson:

Great news: we have a new Special Events Coordinator. It is PZC September Stokes from 19-A.
Please give her the same support you gave me. I have enjoyed my time in this position, but it is time for new ideas and a look towards the future.
Thank you to all the presenters and moderators who have done such a wonderful job getting out information to our Multiple District.
To the Lions who loaned their equipment for the seminars, I cannot thank you enough.”
LEADERSHIP 101 REPORT by PDG John Higgs, Chairperson:

“Some important changes have taken place that is very helpful for Leadership 101.

First, the MD19 Lions Service and Leadership Development Foundation has shortened the application time to 60 days before the event from  the previous 90 days.
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Secondly, PZC Kathy Crawford and Council Chairperson Hal Palmer have developed a wonderful manual on how to setup and run a Leadership 101 Course and this manual has been sent to all Leadership Chairpersons in the Districts.
Leadership 101 dates are set for the 2011-2012 Lion years in Districts A, B, F, G, H, and I.  District D is planning one for the Lake Country/Kelowna area and I am waiting for a date.  I have heard nothing from 
District E.  Unfortunately District C seems to want to use their own people and not follow the belief of bringing Lions in from outside the District to do the teaching.”
TRAINING REPORT by PDG Steve Somerset, Chairperson:

“Following the training of District Governor Elects, Vice District Governor Elects and Zone Chairperson Elects in Wenatchee in June, 2011 we have had many comments and feedback on the courses presented.
One of the Leadership and training goals this year is to stay in touch with all the officers and, while this is being done via email we are also speaking with DG’s VDG’s and ZC’s directly. At the retreat in Bellingham all District Support Team Members discussed the need for effective communication. We believe information is getting out but we are negligent in assessing whether the news is being received by those for whom it was intended and also understood. The need for follow up is critical. This is changing and will continue as we talk with officers, either one-on-one or as a group.
An area of concern in our leadership training was that the VDG’s indicated that they would like a monthly check list of duties and points that should be considered. We are pleased to announce that we are working upon such a check list and we are hopeful that it will be available before the end of December 2011.
In the evaluations received from the training there were many comments that more time was required for training and some sections need to be expanded. We are taking these comments very seriously and we will be planning this year’s agenda based upon your feedback. We do listen.
Now is the time for DG’s to encourage Lions to attend the Northwest Lions Leadership Institute. Please help get the word out. We have many graduates that are willing to help.
Positive, effective training will result in improved leadership skills.”
EXTENSION REPORT by PCC Jim McCown, Chairperson:
“There is much more of an effort going on this year in Extension than last year at this time.  There is activity in all districts, except one.  Not that all districts will bring in new clubs this year, as one district is looking only at a couple of Club Branches.
Districts A and B are the most active.  Districts C, G, and H have some action going on with Districts D and I having some.   District E is the district looking at Branch Clubs. 
I fully look to have five to eight new clubs in our Multiple District this year.  This will be the most that Multiple District 19 has seen in a number of years.”
MEMBERSHIP REPORT by PZC Marco Radunz, Chairperson:

“MEMBERSHIP GROWTH PLAN 2010-2011, and 2011 - 2012

SPONSOR REWARD PROGRAM – ‘MD19 STRIVE FOR FIVE AWARD’.
We have continued the focus on MEMBERSHIP GROWTH, and award recognition for SPONSORS.

I am pleased to report that for 2010-11 we implemented the STRIVE FOR FIVE Award Program for:

· Clubs that were registered for the Lion For Life program, 

· Brought in five or more members from July 1, 2010 to June 30, 2011

· This recognition includes a special Club Banner Patch and letter to the Club
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And recognize any individual member that:

· brought in two or more new members from July 1, 2010 to June 30, 2011

This recognition includes: 

a) A special certificate card, printed for the Sponsor Lion, 
b) A special Recognition token showing an open ‘high Five’ die cut, and 

c) A pen inscribed with MD 19 LIONS MEMBER SONSOR.
d) A cover letter from the MD19 Council Chairperson and Membership Chairperson.
Overall results are:

1) Clubs that qualified for the banner batch and letter, with five or more new Lions = 35

2) Individual Lions that qualified for the Award certificate, token, pen and letter = 77

3) Clubs that WOULD HAVE QUALIFIED had they registered for the LION FOR LIFE PROGRAM = 39

4) Lions that WOULD HAVE QUALIFIED for awards HAD THEIR CLUBS REGISTERED for the LION FOR LIFE PROGRAM = 116

5) New Lions sponsored for whom NO SPONSOR NAME WAS PROVIDED on the MMR’s = 60

6) Number of MD19 Clubs that remain NOT REGISTERED for the LION FOR LIFE program =289
The awards for Clubs and Lions qualified will be presented at the Saturday morning General Session. I will ask for the District Governor’s assistance in this process. 

Sponsorship for the costs of tokens, banner patches, cards, roster ad, and postage required was provided  by the Red Lion Hotels Corporation, to the sum of $600. Separate sponsorship for award pens has been obtained from PM Brands, Richmond, BC. We wish to recognize and thank both Sponsors for making this program possible. 

The Plan for 2011 – 2012 is to continue the STRIVE FOR FIVE PROGRAM, removing the requirement that Clubs be registered for LION FOR LIFE. Stats reports are to be issued every 60 days (if I can keep up with the Stats!) – the initial report for 2011–2012 is to be provided to the DG’s at this Convention
The necessary tracking for these awards has been done by the Membership Chairperson, with ‘stats’ assistance from PCC Allan Hunt, EFFECTIVE July 1, 2010, and continued thru June 30, 2011. This twelve month period is a ‘first’, enabled by the switchover to a  Fall Annual Convention. 

Huge Thanks to the MD19 Club Support (LEMPRR) Team, Patty Allen and the MD19 office staff for their  

assistance with this plan!”
Additional information from District Governor Linda Wong, 19-A on sponsor information: When a new member is added onto the WMMR, the sponsor information needs to be recorded at the same time. That information can not be added later. In order to rectify that the secretary needs to call the Membership Department at Lions Clubs International and have them fix it on their end.
RETENTION REPORT by PZC Gord Graves, Chairperson:

“In my first report to you in this Lions year I would like to ask you the question, ‘Why is MD19 down in membership in all Districts?’ Retention seems to be the big problem and now HOW CAN WE CORRECT this problem?

 I am asking each District Governor to call a meeting with their Global Membership Team to help solve this loss of good young Lions (As you know we spend lots of time recruiting them and we are losing them in the first five years). Could it be that we are not educating them about Lions or not giving them a meaningful job or position in their Club, Zone or District? I am hoping that each District Governor will have a strong Lion for Life program, which is the best Retention program we have set up for their District by the end of the year.

I know all Districts except two have Retention Chairpersons. In the two Districts that do not have a Retention chairperson, could these DG’s please appoint a Past Zone Chairperson or PDG to this very 
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important position? After you and your retention team have met, will you or the Membership Chairperson please send me the minutes of the meeting with the direction they are taking to solve the loss of members? After I have received these minutes I will pass the highlights on to each District.

If there is any way your MD19 Support Team can help you, please contact me.”
PUBLIC RELATIONS REPORT by PDG Melba Fujiura, Chairperson: (Oral report)

I don’t like excuses, but this is my excuse: I’ve been distracted with other projects. But, I will let you know that the road sign project has been tremendous this year. There were very dramatic changes and I am very excited to be able to present the winning club with a club banner this weekend.
FALL ANNUAL CONVENTION REPORT by PDG Larry Carley, Co-Chairperson: (Oral report)

I only have a few announcements to make. First off: the convention program. If you happen to get one that’s been signed, take the program to the MD19 Office and receive a gift certificate worth $5.00 towards anything in the Office store. Also, wear your name badges at all the sessions and events.
There will be at least two or three vans loading passengers at the front of the hotel for those attending the horseshoe tournament and bar-b-que at the Elks Park.  They will be loading up between 2:45 and 3:00 pm.There are also maps being made that will be located at the registration desk for those wanting to drive there. You can also follow the vans as the drivers do know where they are going.
Please bring the Peace Posters and the Environmental Photos to the registration desk so the Convention Committee can put them on display at the Convention Center. Also, bring your raffle prizes to the registration desk as well.
Council Chairperson Hal Palmer announced that applications are now being accepted for the following MD19 positions: Leadership Chairperson, Faculty Development and Public Relations Chairperson (July 1, 2012 – June 30, 2015).
OLD BUSINESS
PROJECT NEW HOPE by PDG Dan Comsia, Oral report:
At the last Spring Council Meeting and at our Council retreat in Moses Lake I talked about Project New Hope. It was a project originally developed by Lions in Minnesota which we have transported out here to our region of the northwest. 
It’s a weekend retreat in which we provide skills and tools for individuals who have been through deployment and are going through a rough time in their relationships, due to having been deployed. We try to strengthen and bring new hope to those couples and to their families.
In our district (19-C) we have done three retreats. We have asked clubs to support the retreats and they have. Those retreats have been times in which those people who have been there have gone away with some very special gifts. 

We had a retreat in January for the Wounded Warrior Batallion. We had a special day at the Tacoma Cheney Stadium with the Rainiers (baseball team) and one of those wounded warriors threw out the first pitch. At the last retreat we had in August we held it for the National Guard; people who weren’t expecting to be deployed but have been. One of the guy’s, having gone through some difficult times, including a divorce and now trying to establish a new relationship, as we were saying goodby, gave me a bear hug and didn’t want to let me go. 

It is these kinds of things that we can do as Lions for those who have served us well. We have people in our district who have been involved with the retreats who would be overjoyed to go to any district to help set up retreats. We have a 501 c(3) for those of us south of the border. And it’s not just for 19-C but for the entire project, which mean each district can use the 501c(3) status.  And we really would like to see this go into all the nine districts. It truly reaches across the border for those who have been in all kinds of wars in the past many decades.
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MOTION: A motion was made by PDG Dan Comsia, 19-C and seconded by PDG Mike Conley, 19-D to endorse Project New Hope as a Multiple District 19 Project. Motion passed.
A Committee write up will be done for inclusion into the MD19 Policy Manual.

EYE SUMMIT: GAINED IN TRANSLATION REPORT by Fred Minifie, Oral report:

It is a pleasure to be able to speak with you about the relationship that the Lions of MD19 have been trying to establish with the University of Washington Eye Institute. You may recall that at two previous Conferences, Dr. Russell Van Gelder, who is the director of the eye institute and the Chairman of the Department of Ophthalmalogy has given talks to our Lions. He has, in a very simple way been able to explain what it is that we share in common and the desire of the eye institute to be able to relate to Lions and work with Lions in the activities that we are involved with.

About a year ago PDG Art Ruben and I went down to meet with Dr. Van Gelder to talk about potential ways that we could have a relationship with the eye institute. Dr. Van Gelder came up with a proposal to sponsor conferences between the optometrists and opthalmologists in British Columbia and similar groupings in the state of Washington and Northern Idaho. 

The Gained in Translations proposal was to be able to provide an opportunity for the excellent research that’s going in British Columbia and the University of Washington, where the professors involved in eye research are finding some remarkable advances that could improve the clinical services provided to the patients that we have an interest in serving. So, Dr. Van Gelder came up with the Gained in Translation concept to provide an opportunity for these groups to first meet in Vancouver, B.C. in year one, Seattle in year two and then continue to alternate between the two countries. It looked like a proposal that would enable the researchers and clinicians who are working in those areas to be able to truly understand all the new breakthroughs. 
I have had subsequent opportunities, as have several of you have had to meet with Dr. Van Gelder to talk about the remarkable things that are taking place. Color blindness can be solved. We have artifical corneas that are being developed that hold tremendous promise for the future. 
At the last Spring Meeting we proposed that the Lions of MD19 support this concept of developing the Gained in Translation conferences. In July I wrote a letter to the SightLife Board and their president, Diane Sabin proposing that they pick up the cost of the Gained in Translation conferences. The rationale for this was, rather than going through the Lions of MD19 directly we would go to SightLife as they have much more of a connection with the ophthalmalogy profession and in fact they are the ones doing the implanting of corneas. I thought that this would be an appropriate mission for them to undertake. 
In my cover letter that I sent to her I suggested that there were a couple of things that would be quite beneficial. As far as the Lions were concerned I thought this would be a wonderful opportunity for SightLife to be able to mend some fences with the Lions of MD19. As far as the SightLife was concerned, I suggested that this provided an excellent opportunity for them to develop a communication with ophthalmalogists and optometrists in British Columbia where they presently have no linkage at all. 
We made a proposal requesting funding for this event and I will read you the letter that I got back. “Your request for funding for eye symposiums was considered at our SightLife Board of Directors meeting held Saturday, September 24, 2011. After thorough discussion the board of directors did not choose to fund your request. The vote was unanimous. The Board did want to relay several considerations that influenced the decision. One – your request does not indicate, nor could we envision specific alignment with our mission to serve as a global leader and partner to eliminate corneal blindness.”
Before I read you the rest of the letter, I want to show you the fall issue of Insight, which is the publication of the UW Eye Institute. On the back of this issue is a wonderful article which says, ‘University Lions Club Raises over $20,000 to support Dr. Tong Chen’, and describes the money that was provided to support her work and indeed to support the patient care grants that are offered by the eye institute. Dr. Chen is the person who has designed a workable corneal for transplantation, an 
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artificial cornea. It seems to me that this fits with the mission, ‘to serve as a global leader and partner to eliminate corneal blindness.’ Indeed, the artificial cornea is one that may be more applicable in developing countries than the use of human tissue. 
“Number two – Any Lions related regional funding request should be submitted to the Northwest Lions Foundation Board of Trustees.’ In other words we go through the Lions Foundation rather than to SightLife, the parent organization. “Three – the SightLife Board of Directors is unwilling to fund requests from individuals or organizations who explicitly do not endorse SightLife.” SightLife, as you know came from all of the years that we have funded the eye bank program as Lions and I find that an extraordinary comment. “We wish you the best in your efforts that constructively serve sight restoration.”
It is not entirely surprising that we did not receive funding from them, as I have discussed with some of you. But, I think that what this does is that it puts the concept that we had into a different perspective. We did have interest from individuals wanting to be on a committee that could set about raising the necessary $25,000. I’m not certain how the annual contribution from the University Lions Club to the US Eye Institute could be used, but I think it might certainly be melded in, in some way, to help with the support of the Gained in Translation Conferences.
PDG Art Ruben added that it is possible to raise funds by having a special dinner similar to the Medal of Merit Dinner. Presented at the dinner would be a Helen Keller Vision Award. That award would be given to a representative from either, British Columbia, Washington or Northern Idaho for their work in research and development.
